
Clinical Research is a form of medical 
research  which involves the study and 
use of human subjects to further scientific 
knowledge. It helps determine the safety 
and effectiveness of medications, devices, 
diagnostic products and treatment  
regimens  intended for human use.

TYPES OF CLINICAL RESEARCH 
Treatment Research looks at medication, 
psychotherapy, new devices or new 
approaches to surgery or radiation therapy. 

Prevention Research looks for better ways 
to prevent disorders from developing or 
returning.   

Diagnostic Research looks for better ways to 
identify a particular disorder or condition.   

Screening Research aims to find the best 
ways to detect certain disorders or health 
conditions.   

Quality of Life Research explores ways to 
improve comfort and the quality of life for 
individuals with a chronic illness. 
  
Genetic studies aim to improve the prediction 
of disorders by identifying and understanding 
how genes and illnesses may be related.   

Epidemiological studies identify the patterns, 
causes and control of disorders in groups of 
people

	▬ Vaccines save the lives of 2.5 million 
children each year
